	Literacy
This term we will be focussing on developing our understanding of capital letters, full stops and adjectives. We will be looking at letters

This term we will then be looking at a journey story called Little Charlie. We will focus on the settings and describing them. 
	Maths
We will be looking at multiplying and dividing to start with in Maths. We will be thinking about making groups equal, how many groups there are and how many are in each group. Counting in 10s, 2s and 5s. We will also learn about coins and their values. 
 
Then look at additive structures and working on adding and subtracting. 
	Science 
In science this term we are learning about the human life cycle. We will be looking at the different stages of human life and what happens at each stage. 

Computing 
In our computing lessons, we will be learning about how we can use the internet to research about our childhood topic. We will look at pictures of homes and toys from the past. We will then learn how to present this information and learn how to save and open our presentations. 

	PSHE
[bookmark: _GoBack]In PSHE this term we will be looking at ‘Don’t hold on to what’s wrong’. We will be thinking how we can forgive and let go of things that have hurt us in the past. 

PE
This term PE will be on a Tuesday and Thursday afternoon. Please ensure that your child brings their full kit to each session. 
On Thursday’s the children will be focusing on attack and defending games as part of our P.E. 
During our Tuesday lessons we are continuing to work through the Real PE syllabus.  
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Year 1’s topic this term is… Childhood.
	RE
This term we will be learning about the salvation, exploring the death and resurrection of Jesus and how this gives hope to Christians. In this unit we will look for signs of Easter and explore what we think Easter means to Christians. The children we work their way through an Easter ‘labyrinth’ exploring the key bible stories relating to Holy Week. We will discuss the importance of eggs and the significance of Easter symbols such as hot cross buns. We will finish by acting out the events of Holy week from the perspective of a disciple. 

Humanities
We will be looking back at childhoods in history and comparing them to how we live now. We will look at historic events such as the queen’s coronation. 

	Arts – Art, Music, D&T
In art we will be making self portraits in various ways. We will be making sculptures of ourselves as well. 

In music we will be thinking about simple breathing techniques and music around promoting their mental health and wellbeing. 

	Values
Forgiveness – We looks for acts of forgiveness during Holy Week. 

Compassion –. We will continue to be mindful of the feelings of others and the impact of our actions. We will consider the opinions of Christians and how they might feel during Holy Week. 

Wisdom – We will be developing our knowledge and understanding of key events in history and how we live now is different to the past.  

Hope & Endurance – We will consider how a Christian’s faith in the resurrection of Jesus can provide them hope and endurance.
