	Literacy
This term we will be focussing on developing our understanding of capital letters, full stops and adjectives. We have been working very hard on using our Fred Fingers to sound out words and will continue to make this our focus in all of our writing units.

This term we will be writing our own warning story based on the story Goldilocks and the Three Bears. We will be thinking about verbs, adverbs and speech in our writing. We will send home story maps can I encourage you to look at the story map with your child and get them to retell the story map. 
	Maths
In Maths we will begin my looking at addition and subtraction. We will start to look at reduction and augmentation. (These are the mathematical terms) The children will be working on numbers up to 20 to add and subtract. 

Later we will then have our number sense unit and learn about numbers up to 50. We will focus on tens and ones and how many each numbers have. We will use concrete objects in the classroom to help us. We will then put numbers in order and say which is less and greater. We will be counting in 2s and 10s throughout this term and start introducing counting in 5s.  

	Science 
In science this term we are learning about animals and classifying animals. We will look at dinosaurs and identify them according to their teeth and diet. 

Computing 
In our computing lessons, we will be learning about how we can use the internet to research facts about the dinosaurs. We will also be visiting the London and New York Natural History websites. We will also be creating dino-bots and making basic algorithms to navigate our dinosaurs around a basic map. 

	PSHE
In PSHE this term we will be thinking about ‘Don’t forget to let love in’ this is our topic as part of our Heart smart PSHCE lessons. 

PE
This term PE will be on a Tuesday and Thursday afternoon. Please ensure that your child brings their full kit to each session. 
During our Thursday lessons we are continuing to work through the Real PE syllabus. Our topic will also be integrated into our learning will be developing our team work skills during fun dinosaur races. 
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Year 1’s topic this term is… Dinosaur Planet.
	RE
This term we will be learning about Judaism. We will be learning about Shabbat and how it is important to Jews. We will think about what is important to us and what is important to Jewish people. We will also be making Shabbat bread at the end of term as a class to try some.  

Humanities 
We will make a map of a dinosaur landscape and later navigate our dino-bot around this by inputting a simple algorithm.
We will be learning about the life Mary Anning and how she played a significant part in our local history. We will learn about the extinction of the dinosaurs.  

	Arts – Art, Music, D&T
In music we will be using a story, as inspiration for our very own dinosaur song. Later the children will be choosing appropriate instruments to add a layer of percussion.

In Art we will be looking carefully at dinosaurs and drawing them in detail. We will be making dinosaur eggs, sketching fossils and making fossils. 

In D&T we are going to be making our very own pre-historic landscape. 
	Values
Forgiveness – We looks for acts of forgiveness throughout the term.

Compassion –. We will continue to be mindful of the feelings of others and the impact of our actions. We will consider how we need to be more mindful of other people’s beliefs and religions. 

Wisdom – We will be developing our knowledge and understanding of key events in our world and local history, including the extinction of the dinosaurs and the life of Mary Anning. 

Hope & Endurance – We will consider how we can have hope in the world around us and the endurance of animals in the world.
