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To begin our topic, we will be looking at the story of ‘The magic porridge pot.’ It is a Finding tale and we will concentrate on setting description. Look out for the story map in your child’s book bag. 

Afterwards we will be writing instructions. We will use a text on how to make porridge to inspire us to write some recipe instructions. 
	Maths
This half term we will begin by learning about addition and  subtraction. We will be learning the language around addition and  subtraction such as minuend, subtrahend and difference. 
Minuend- subtrahend =difference.

We will then look at 2d and 3D shapes learning the names and beginning to look at the properties of the shapes. 

We will finish the term looking at number sense and learning about the place value of numbers up to 20.  
	Science 
In science, we will use the story of an imaginary space ship landing to explore: the properties of different materials and their properties and the planets in our solar system. 
We will continue to develop our working scientifically skills and will be planning our own investigations. 

Computing 
We will continue to develop our understanding of how to operate a desktop computer and will later learn how to use Paint programmes to draw our own aliens.  Towards the end of the term, we will begin to learn about algorithms and provide clear computational instructions to our alien robots. 

	PSHE
We are will be learning ‘Don’t forget to let love in.’ This half term will think about how we can love ourselves and those around us. 

PE
During our PE lessons the children are encouraged to develop an awareness of their body and how it moves. We are following the Real PE curriculum and will be studying our second unit, social skills. 
We will be listening to the music of Holst’s ‘Planets’ The children will choreograph their own dance to the music. 
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Year 1’s topic this term is… Moon Zoom!
	RE
This term we will explore the story of Jesus’ birth and how his birth is celebrated during Christmas.  We will be discussing how Christian’s show compassion and hope at Christmas time.  

Humanities 
We will be using NASA’s website to discovery what earth looks like from out of space, we will discuss the physical geographical features we can see from space such as oceans and mountain ranges. 
During our history lessons we will learn about significant people that have been in space. We will be ordering a timeline of significant dates in space exploration. 

	Arts – Art, Music, D&T
We will be completing lots of space based art projects this term. We will be looking at space toys and how they work and how we could improve them. 

We will also be designing, making and evaluating our own moon buggy. We will be using axels, rods, spindles and wheels to make them. 

In music we will be thinking about making space sounds and how to compose our own piece as a class. 
	Values
Forgiveness – during our PSHE lessons we will explore how we can show forgiveness to others and ourselves. 

Compassion – we will explore how Mary and Joseph were compassionate when they discovered that Mary was going to give birth to Jesus. When viewing the earth from space, we will consider how we must look after the special planet we live on. 

Wisdom – we will develop our wider understanding of the world we live in and become aware that we live on a planet in the solar system called earth.

Hope & Endurance - When learning about the story of the nativity we will think about the baby Jesus being born and the hope that brings. 
	Reminders 
The most important thing you could do to support your child’s learning is to listen to them read. Please listen to your child read every day, just five minutes can really make a difference. 

If you can practise their animal red words this is hugely beneficial to the children in recognising words they can’t sound out.
